
What is Hard Water? 
   Water hardness is due to the presence 
of certain dissolved minerals, calcium and 
magnesium compounds, which give the water 
two-well-known characteristics: the miner-
als will react with soap to produce a sticky, 
gummy deposit called “soap curd,”  
   When hard water is heated, the minerals 
can form a hard, rock-like scale which may 
reduce the flow in water pipes and slow down 
heat transfer in water heaters and boilers.

How Hard is Your Water?

Municipal City Water:
   Chlorine and other chemicals are added to 
city water to kill bacteria and algae as the wa-
ter travels through the miles of decades-old 

pipes to your home.   Once it arrives 
into your home, the chemicals should 
be removed.   Scientific studies link 
certain types of cancers to chlori-
nated water.  

Well Water:
 Well water can have odors, staining, 
mild to extreme hardness, bacteria, 
iron, sulfur, and a number of other 
problems.  Well water contaminants can 
increase at any time without notice.  

Proper water treatment is essential.

Signs your water might 
not be right:
 l Water that has an objectionable or unusual smell,
        taste or appearance
 l Recurrent intestinal or other health problems, especially
         if  they are clustered in households or neighborhoods
 l Stained sinks, tubs, toilets and laundry
 l Indoor radon gas
 l Poorly lathering soaps, shampoos and detergents
 l Residue on dishes, glassware and shower doors
 l Water heater makes cracking or gurgling noises
 l Old lead pipes
 l Nearby livestock, agricultural crops, toxic dumps
